FUND DESCRIPTION

PIMCO Enhanced Low Duration Active Exchange-Traded Fund (Ticker: LDUR) is
a diversified portfolio of primarily high quality bonds that is actively managed in an
effort to limit interest rate exposure while maximizing returns in a risk-managed
framework. The fund offers a conservative core bond strategy that is designed to
capitalize on opportunities across multiple sectors of the fixed income market. The
average portfolio duration is normally between 1 and 3 years.

INVESTOR BENEFITS

The ETF structure enables trading throughout the day and the same expense ratio for
all investors, regardless of transaction size. Fund shares are publicly traded and
conveniently available to any investor who can access a major stock exchange.
